Many MPs find themselves in other rooms of the
Commons, participating in a variety of committees and meetings necessary for an
effective parliamentary process

A
smaller number, between 350 and 400, are “life” peers — an idea introduced in
1958 to elevate to the peerage certain people who rendered political or public
service to the nation.
