Many MPs find themselves
in other rooms of the Commons, participating in a variety of committees and meetings necessary
for an effective parliamentary process

VOTING IN THE USA

Voting by the United States citizens is absolutely vital to the success of American
democracy — after all, democracy means rule by the people. Through their votes, Ameri-
cans have the power to select more than 500.000 government officials at all levels of gov-
ernment.

The right to vote, or suffrage, is the foundation of American democracy. Today all
the United States citizens over 18 years of age may exercise this right. This situation did
not always exist, however. In various periods in the history of the United States, law, cus-
tom, and sometimes even violence prevented certain groups from voting.

Before the American Revolution, the colonies placed many restrictions upon the
right to vote. Women and most blacks were not allowed to vote; neither were white males
who did not own property or pay taxes. Also excluded in some colonies were people who
were not members of the dominant religious group. As a result, only about 5 or 6 per cent
of the adult population was eligible to vote.

Why did restrictions exist? Educated men of the time did not believe in mass de-
mocracy in which every adult could vote. Even the Founders of the Constitution did not
believe in the average person's ability to make wise voting decisions. In their view voting
was best left to wealthy, while, property-owning males. As John Jay, first Chief Justice of
the United States, put it, "The people who own the country ought to govern it."

During the first half of the nineteenth century, state legislatures gradually abolished
property and religious tests for voting. By the middle of the century the country had
achieved universal white adult male suffrage
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The fight for woman's suffrage dates from the middle of the nineteenth century, but
not until after World War I, when the Nineteenth Amendment was ratified, was woman's
suffrage on a nationwide basis put into effect

FBI

A. Federal Bureau of Investigation, the investigative division of the U.S. De-
partment of Justice. Since 1934 the FBI has had general charge of investigating violations
of federal laws.

The bureau was established in 1908 by Attorney General Charles Joseph Bona-
parte in response to President Theodore Roosevelt's need for an investigative agency to
handle "land thieves" in the West and big business “trusts" in the East. The agency began
as a small group of investigators in the Department of Justice.

In 1924, when the Attorney General Harlan Fiske Stone appointed the 29-year-
old J. Edgar Hoover as director of the bureau, a major advance began. Hoover instituted an
immediate reorganization, setting new standards of qualifications for appointment as spe-
cial agent and a system of specie training for all personnel.

Under Direct Hoover's leadership, by the end of the 1960's, the FBI, with head-
quarters in Washington, D.C., had field offices in 59 major cities and 526 resident offices
serving 50 states and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico. There were offices in 11major
foreign cities. The investigative work was perfomed by more than 16,000 employees:
7,200 special agents and 9,100 clerical, stenographic, and technical personnel.

The FBI investigates some 171 different matters, the more important of which
are espionage, sabotage, treason, violation of the Atomic Energy Act of 1946, and other ac-
tivities affecting internal security; kidnapping, extortion, bank robbery, burglary, and lar-
ceny in federal institutions; bribery, interstate transportation of stolen motor vehicles, air-
craft, or property; interstate travel for racketeering purposes; interstate traffic affecting civ-
il rights; fraud against the government or thefts on government property; crimes aboard
aircraft; crimes on government or Indian reservations; and assaulting or killing the presi-
dent or any other federal results of FBI investigations are reported to the U.S. attorney
general, whose office has the responsibility for deciding whether to prosecute and for con-
ducting such prosecution.
